 All of our partner schools celebrated “Walk 
to School Day” in October. The events drew 
hundreds of students, parents, teachers, the school 
superintendent – even the Mayor! Our local police 
provided escorts to ensure safety for all.  
 Yavapai Co. Community Health Services is 
now collaborating with our SRTS program, 
contributing important health education information 
for our partner schools. Far too many of our 
children do not get the recommended amount of 
physical exercise; this leads to dangerous health

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COMPLETE STREETS TOWN HALL A SOLID SUCCESS 

 
Mayor Wilson, Councilwoman Lopas, Councilman 
Luzius, Chamber of Commerce CEO Dave Maurer, 
and CYMPO administrator Jodi Rooney joined City 
traffic engineers, developers, transportation service 
providers, and over 70 interested and concerned 
cit izens (including many PAT members!) on March 
26 at our Complete Streets Town Hall. PAT’s own 
Lisa Barnes sat on a panel with Matt Zoll from Pima 
County Department of Transportation; local 
businessman and State Transportation Board member 
Bill Feldmeier; and Tom Lloyd, attorney with the 
City of Prescott to discuss the concept of complete 
streets in our community.  
 
A lively conversation amongst the panelists – and 
with the audience – covered issues such as liability, 
costs, benefits, and more. We will now focus on 
capturing the discussion in a printed report. 
 
The Town Hall is just one element in our ongoing 
campaign for adoption of a complete streets policy in 
Prescott (or better yet, in the tri-city region!). A 
complete streets policy would require all new street 
construction, and re-construction, projects to 
adequately accommodate all travelers, regardless of 

age or ability, and regardless of which mode of travel 
is chosen.

problems later in life like obesity, diabetes, and heart disease. Children who walk/bike to school are less likely to 
experience these problems; plus, they arrive at school alert and ready to learn! 
 In December, PAT submitted four grant applications to ADOT for the 2009-2010 school year; two of these 
grants are for infrastructure improvements around our four partner schools (totalling nearly $500,000). The other two 
are for staff and education and encouragement activit ies, as well as a pilot program to expand SRTS into Chino Valley 
and Prescott Valley. The application process really highlights the support we have in the community: the City’s traffic 
engineers look at the data we collect during ‘walkabouts’ at our partner schools and suggest solutions to infrastructure 
problems. We update local law enforcement on our program’s progress and they offer letters of support and expertise 
on safety elements to include in our program. Parents, teachers, and administrators from partner schools also lend 
support. The City provides us with excellent maps and crash data to include in our application. We anticipate hearing 
whether we are approved for these grants in May. 
 As the school year rolls towards summer, we are moving forward with Bike Rodeos, “Walk & Roll 
Wednesdays”, and Commuter Challenges at our partner schools. We will also soon be recruit ing another school to join 
the program. 
 If you are interested in helping to build Safe Routes to your School, we will  be hosting an all-day, free 
ADOT SRTS training at City Hall on May 13. For more information about the training or PAT’s Safe Routes to 
School program, email  pat@prescottbikeped.org, or call 708-0911.

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WHITE SPAR WIN!  
 In collaboration with Prescott region ADOT 
staff, PAT super-volunteer Sue Knaup put together 
an application for Transportation Enhancement 
funds last spring – and it  was successful! 
 The project is phase one of four that will add 
bicycle and pedestrian facilit ies between Copper 
Basin Rd and the southern Prescott border along 
White Spar Rd where none currently exist. Phase 
one improves White Spar between Canyon Dr  
and Copper Basin Rd. Key elements include:  

• Addit ion of five foot wide, ADA standard 
sidewalks on both sides of the road  
• Widening of shoulders to five feet for bicycle 
space on both sides of the road  
• Improved intersection alignments at Copper 
Basin Rd, Hope St, Canyon Dr  
• Drainage improvements with curb and gutter as 
well as improving localized drainage issues that 
use bicycle-friendly grates. 

 Many big thanks to Sue and the ADOT staff 
she worked with (Alvin Stump, Dallas Hammitt, et 
al.) to make this happen! It is so gratifying and 
excit ing to see actual change on the ground to make 
this a more bicycle and pedestrian friendly 
community! 

NEW SECTIONS OF GREENWAYS TRAILS 
READY TO OPEN!  

 Last fall, City Parks & Recreation staff 
began clearing and constructing new sections of 
the downtown Greenways Trails system along 
Granite Creek. Next t ime you’re enjoying 
breakfast at the Dinner Bell on Gurley St., look out 
the window and you’ll see the improvements! This 
section brings the trails to Mile High Middle 
School, offering students a wonderful way to walk 
or bike to school away from traffic. 
 June 6 there will be an official public 
celebration of the new trail sections. 
 PAT has been an active partner in start ing 
up the Greenways Trails, and continues to pursue 
the expansion of them. Other partners include 
Prescott Creeks, Open Space Alliance, Yavapai 
Trails Association, and the City. 
 

Member’s Sponsorship Puts “League Cycling 
Instructor” on Staff at PAT  

 PAT member Donald Roth financially 
sponsored SRTS Coordinator, Paul Katan, in 
acquiring the League of American Bicyclist’s 
(LAB) League Cycling Instructor (LCI) 
Certification. 
 The 25 hour intensive qualifies successful 
candidates to teach the LAB “Bike Ed” 
curriculum. As an LCI, Paul is now trained and 
insured to offer courses such as “Traffic Skills 
101”, “Motorist Ed”, and “Kids I & II”. 
 Having an LCI on staff will make it  easier 
for PAT to schedule regular Bike Ed courses for  

Prescott area cit izens. There are only a couple other LCIs 
in our area; we’d like to collaborate with them, local law 
enforcement, the Bicycle Advisory Committee, and area 
colleges to explore further opportunit ies. 
 Mr. Roth’s generosity is greatly appreciated!

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A conversation with owner Rich Gregory

Though I frequent Prescott Coffee Roasters (318 W. 
Gurley St.) to partake of the best coffee in town in a 
casual yet vibrant atmosphere, the only t imes I’ve 
spoken with Rich are to ask whether he would host a 
Bike-in Coffee during Bike Month. (It should be 
noted that Roasters’ Bike-in drew, by far, the largest 
crowd of bicyclists; it was quite a party on the 
sidewalk! 2009’s Bike-in at Roasters will be May 
12!) During this ‘interview’ I have the pleasure of 
learning his opinions on bike-friendliness, 
community, and doing business in Prescott.    
 
Roasters has supported Prescott Alternative 
Transportation (PAT) through membership and other 
contributions since 2003. Rich says, in part, it is 
because he knows Prescott is small enough to get 
around without a car. 
 
“We can be that kind of town,” he states. One where 
there are fewer cars on the road because people are 
walking or bicycling more often. He practices this 
belief by making many of his deliveries (to other 
businesses downtown who sell his coffee) on foot. 
And he claims that 100% of his employees walk or 
bike to work, at least sometimes. Judging by the 
number of bikes scattered across the sidewalk (or 
near the back patio area) on any given day, the same 
might be said of his customers!  
 
Continuing to discuss the kind of town Prescott could 
be, Rich believes that when people slow down 
(part icularly in cars), they see more. And a 
‘walkable’ downtown is good for business. “People 
find us sometimes by accident just by taking a walk 
through town,” he explains. Someone can drive right 
by a business and never see it ; but walking by 
encourages window shopping and possibly 
discovering a new favorite place for morning 
sustenance. 
 
“Walking is more community-oriented,” Rich 
muses. “ It can raise awareness of what’s around you 
– both good and not so good. It  encourages you to get 
to know your neighbor, and appreciate where you 
live. It’d be nice to see more police on bikes and on 
foot.” Another benefit  Rich sees to a more  

pedestrian and bicycle friendly community is 
pretty basic: healthier people. 
 
What does it mean to be ‘bike-friendly’ in Rich’s 
opinion? “Having a place to lock your bike 
wherever you’re going. Drivers respect all traffic 
on the roads, including bicycles. But – bikes 
have to respect the rules, too.” 
 
He also supports trails for nonmotorized use.  As 
the Greenways Trail system (a project PAT is 
actively partnering on) continues to expand, it will 
pass right below Roasters’ windows along the 
creek There is an opinion held by a few in our 
community that trails can be dangerous or attract 
bad behavior. As Rich sees it , the more people 
who use the trails, the safer they are and fewer 
problems result. 
 
The next t ime you find yourself hankering for 
some seriously good coffee, follow that earthy, 
roasty smell downtown to Prescott Coffee Roasters 
– and thank them for supporting a bicycle and 
pedestrian friendly Prescott!

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A Message to our Friends 
From Lisa Barnes, Executive Director 
 
My husband is fond of saying that too many people know the 
cost of everything and the value of nothing.  
 
We are often asked to consider the cost, or value, of 
something – when making purchases, when voting on a tax 
increase or bond measure, when paying for our children’s 
education, etc. But the cost of something is not always equal 
to its value, is it? 
 
How much does advocacy cost – and how valuable is it? 
 
Consider the new crosswalk on Gurley St. at Summit: a 
highly visible overhead sign, new, more visible painted 
crosswalk, a stop-line keeping vehicles further away from 
pedestrians. This is a pretty nice set-up! Neighbors in this 
area petit ioned for a pedestrian-activated signal to alleviate 
the danger pedestrians were currently placed in trying to cross 
Gurley. City traffic engineers said the activated signal was 
not warranted. That could have been the end of the story; but 
the woman who init iated the petit ion allowed me some of her 
t ime to speak to City Council. I reminded everyone that there 
was a problem here: this intersection puts pedestrians at 
risk . I urged Council not to focus on the request for a 
(warranted or not) signal – but rather look at the problem and 
find a solution, in whatever form that may be. Council-
members respected this argument and asked staff to look into 
other solutions to improve the safety of pedestrians. PAT’s 
advocacy, in effect, ensured a solution was found and 
implemented.  
 
Who in our community is responsible for ensuring that 
pedestrians and bicyclists are safely and adequately 
accommodated? No one on City staff; none of our traffic 
engineers or planners has “ensure pedestrians and bicyclists 
are considered in all roadway projects” in their job 
description. Only PAT has this as our mission; this is our 
job description.  
 
Can one put a cost – a dollar amount –  to this service? That 
might be difficult. But, is it  safe to say this service is of value 
to the community? Is it reasonable to expect that everyone 
should be safe getting where they need to go – regardless 
of how they choose to get there? PAT thinks so, and until 
the City thinks so we will continue providing this valuable 
service. 
 
But we are not on the City payroll, and thus need everyone’s 
support to do our job. 
 

How valuable is i t to you knowing that i f 
you choose to walk to work, or ride your 
bike to the post office you will  be as 
adequately accommodated as when you 
choose to drive your car? PAT’s goal is to 
make this a reali ty.  
 

HELP US REACH THIS GOAL!! 
Your support right now is so important. 
We have been making great strides in 

strengthening our relationship, and our 
advocacy, with the City – and we don’t 

want to lose any momentum!  
 
•• How often do you walk and/or bike to 
work/school/errands? Consider supporting 
PAT at $1 per day for each time you walk 
or bike in a year. Consider how much 
money you save (or could save!) on gas over 
a month, or a year, when you walk or bike; 
support PAT with some of those savings. 
 
•• Each gallon of gas a car burns turns into 
about 19 pounds of carbon dioxide emitted 
into the atmosphere. Consider how many 
pounds of CO2 you have not produced (or 
will  not produce!) by walking or biking; 
support PAT at $1 a pound of CO2 not 
produced in a month!
